6.1 NOTIFICATION OF SUSPICION OF THE PRESENCE OF A LISTED DISEASE

6.3 NOTIFICATION OF MOVEMENTS
Notification of the movement of live fish within the country should be made to the Marine Institute by the person/company who operates the site of origin. For imports of live fish into the country, the person/company receiving the consignment from outside the State should notify the Marine Institute. In both cases, an Application to Move Finfish or an Application to Import Finfish is sent to the Marine Institute a minimum of 3 days in advance either by:
· Posting an application form to The Fish Health Unit, Marine Institute, Rinville, Oranmore, Galway or

· Faxing an application to 091-387201 or

· Emailing and application to  notification@marine.ie
NOTE: any movements of carp must get approval from Inland Fisheries Ireland to ensure compliance with the National Carp Stocking Policy (email joe.caffrey@cfb.ie) before sending in an application to move finfish to the Fish Health Unit. 
7.0 BIOSECURITY PLAN
7.1 Stocking the Site

Care is taken to review the disease risk from suppliers of live fish and to use only reputable suppliers, whose sites have appropriate health status. Fish health certification is mandatory for all consignments imported from abroad. In relation to carp, applications to import carp or to move carp within the country will in the first instance be sent to Dr. Joe Caffrey, Inland Fisheries Ireland (joe.caffrey@cfb.ie) to ensure compliance with the National Carp Stocking Policy. Stocks moved within the country are subject to veterinary examination within a 7 day period prior to movement, to ensure they are clinically healthy. In exceptional circumstances, this can be extended up to a maximum of a month. Where this occurs, the Marine Institute must be contacted if a change in health status is suspected or confirmed in the period following the vet inspection. Different stocks are separated and new stocks are quarantined in so far as possible, given the lay-out of our site.
7.2
Inspection / Vigilance post arrival

Stock is inspected on arrival at our site and any mortalities above the norm are recorded in the Movements (IN) Log Book.  Ongoing vigilance is exercised and mortalities are reported to our retained veterinary practice should they be above what would be expected under prevailing conditions. 

7.3 Transportation of Fish

When stock is being transported by us or on our behalf we will undertake specific measures to protect the health of the fish during transportation, thereby preventing the spread of aquatic disease. We aim to 

1. Ensure the health status of the aquatic animals we are carrying is not altered during transport.

2. Ensure the health status of aquaculture animals or wild aquatic animals at the premises of destination or en-route to that destination is not altered.

3. Minimise the risk of the spread of disease. In that context, water exchanges will only take place at locations approved by the Marine Institute.
It is noted that these measures apply to all diseases of aquatic animals, not just listed in Council Directive 2006/88/EC.

We will also keep a record of:

1. Mortality during transport (as practicable).

2. Farms and processing establishments visited.

3. Any water exchanges during transport.

If a specialist transporter is required, only individuals listed on the Aquaculture Animal Transport Register drawn up by the Marine Institute are contracted.
7.4 Disinfection & Cleaning 

Best practice dictates the following:

1. Where possible, access to the site is controlled and a visitors book is in place (this includes details of other sites recently visited by the visitor  in question) 

2. Where possible, separate nets/equipment are retained for each unit within the site.  These are disinfected after use.

3. Where possible, hand sprays, foot baths and disinfection baths for gear should be available   

4. Where possible, there should be a designated parking area, which is at a distance from the water body 

5. Every effort should be made not to share equipment with other sites.  If this is absolutely necessary, the piece of equipment is thoroughly cleaned and disinfected before it leaves the site and prior to it being returned to site.  It is disinfected again, on arrival back at the site. 

6. Where appropriate, maintain inlet and outlet screens to prevent movement of fish into or out of the site. 
7. Mortalities are removed on a regular basis to ensure that on-site infection pressure is kept as low as possible.  Dead-on-farm fish are stored in a secure manner, awaiting removal by and disposal in compliance with the Animal By-Products Regulations.
