MAKE A MAZE ON THE BEACH 
 
Aim / Description:  
Students can create a maze on the seashore by using seaweed, rocks or scrapping 
markings in the sand.  Alternatively, adults can make a giant maze while the 
students are taking part in other activities on the seashore.  As the last activity on 
the beach students can then take part  in a number of games, relays and races 
using the giant maze. 
 
Materials: 

·  seaweed, rocks and sand on the seashore 
·  spade 
·  whistle 

 

Activity: Make a Maze 
Step1.  Set out a flat area on the seashore and determine if a number of mazes are 
going to be made or one giant maze.  
Step 2. See instructions below.  A picture of the maze outline and step-by-step 
instructions should be provided to each team.

Step 3.  If one giant maze is made end the days activities on the seashore by 
conducting team relays and races. 
 
Outcome: 
Students will have developed: 

·  skills in logic in drawing a maze
