Health Certification Requirements

Please note the following certification requirements:

Where the consignment consists of cold water species imported from a country outside Europe, I understand that they must be certified according to Commission Regulation (EC) No 1251/2008/EC, Annex IV, Part A.

Where the consignment consists solely of tropical species* imported from a country outside Europe, I understand that they must be certified according to Commission Regulation (EC) No 1251/2008/EC, Annex IV, Part B.

Where the consignment consists of coldwater and tropical species imported from a country outside Europe, I understand they must be certified according to Commission Regulation (EC) No 1251/2008, Annex IV, Part A.

Where the consignment consists of cold water species from another European Country, I understand they must be certified according to Commission  Regulation 1251/2008/EC, Annex II, Part A and Commission Decision 2004/453/EC, Annex III**

Health certification is not required where a consignment consisting solely of tropical species is imported from another European country. 
Other licences may be required that are not related to fish health, for example, Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora (CITES) which is managed in Ireland by the National Parks and Wildlife Services
*Tropical species are ornamental aquatic animals which are held in heated aquaria and which are not capable of surviving in the natural aquatic environment in Ireland.

**Exemptions may apply from time to time if the Marine Institute is satisfied that the animals to be imported are purely for personal use and are destined for a completely bio-secure holding facility. Please contact the Marine Institute for details.
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
